6.2 The Titles dat abase object setup

6.2.1 The Titles database object setup procedure
TheTitles databaseobject is a child of th€ameraobject; it handles the titles database and overlays the

video image coming from the camera, with the contents of the receipts.
TheTitles danbaseobject setup includes the following steps:

4. Specify the word highlighting rules
